E. Resource Library:  There are several new CD’s that have been added to the library collection.  These are on immunizations and reprocessing of single use devices.
F. Governmental Affairs:  From National Government Affairs:

1.  The Public Policy Team submitted comments to CMS on their Interpretive Guidelines regarding Conditions of Participation and Infection log.  We await a response.--Interpretive Guidelines 482.42(a) (2) The infection control officer(s) must maintain a log of all incidents related to infections and communicable diseases, including those identified through employee health services.

2.  The recent regulatory alert/recommendations from ASHE on the Alcohol-Based Surgical Prep Solutions in the OR.  --See homepage of the APIC website for risks associated with surgical fires and ways to mitigate through effective management.

3.  The National Office has explored the development of a national standard with NQF and other standardizing bodies.  National received a proposal from NQF recently.--NQF is seeking funding to establish a national standard for hospital infection rate reporting.  They want to codify recently released guidance from the CDC.

4.  The National Office encourages members to access the APIC website to view an archived web cast of the consensus conference on mandatory reporting of infection rates.

5.  Provided handout of Request from Rep Raussen for cosponsors to a Health Care Consumer's Right to Know Bill and summary of that bill.  Continue to coordinate with other Ohio APIC Chapter Presidents and the National Government Affairs office as the bill moves through the process.

G. By-Laws:  Sandy Iiames has been reviewing the bylaws and making changes.  She will be sending them to the bylaws committee for review and will then bring them to this group for approval.
