In order to move this
project forward, the acquisition of funding to develop a standard that
could ultimately be accepted across all 50 states is the next step in
bringing this project to fruition.
Members are asked to consider whether or not a donation from Chapter funds in the amount of $1000.00 would be an option members would choose to commit, to help further this worthy endeavor.  Voting will take place at a future meeting.
