C. Dif :    (DON’T MISS February CHAPTER MEETING, see end of Minutes)

· Questions asked how many facilities use bleach to clean the environment of a c.dif patient?  The majority of members present raised their hands.

· The various products now available with bleach for cleaning were discussed.

· There was quite a bit of discussion on the new mandatory reporting of c. dif.  The majority present did not feel ODH is collecting valid data by just asking for numbers vs. rates.  Quality of the epidemiology of the study is questioned.  *It was decided our APIC chapter would draft a letter re: these concerns and send to State government.  This draft will be posted on our website for membership input before it is sent.

· Marian Rodgers explained that facilities data on c.dif is made available to the public (as with other reportable diseases).

H5N1:  

· Marian Rodgers explained there are State lab guidelines re: testing for H5N1.  It is a PCR test, which will take more than just a physician order to be run.  Patient case must meet criteria for lab testing to be done.  Members can contact Marian for a copy of these guidelines.
