Precautions for Disseminated Shingles:

MRSA Protocal before Total Joint Replacement:  

Jane from JDTMH inquired what facilities are using a pre-op MRSA protocol.  Many Cincinnati hospitals are and other facilities that also perform open heart procedures.

MRSA Cost Concerns in LTC:  

It was pointed out that LTC facilities do not receive Medicare D coverage for the extra measures R/T MRSA.  It was suggested that perhaps a speaker (maybe from an insurance company) could come in and provide suggestions to LTC on how to manage associated costs.
