Felt this might assist in expanding membership.  Jane Carmean offered to speak with Sandy Iliams to see how this might coordinate with ODH’s current plans for education to long-term care.

VI. Reports from National: Nancy reminded everyone to go to the National website for on-going information.

IX. Journal Club:  Presented today by Nancy Hutchinson.   Article:  “Disinfection of Needleless Catheter Connectors and Access Ports with Alcohol May Not Prevent Microbial Entry:  The Promise of a Novel Antiseptic-Barrier Cap”.  Steve Z. Menyhay, RN, BSN; Dennis G. Maki, MD.  Infection Control Hospital Epidemiology 2006; 27:23-27.  The conclusion found 70% alcohol does not reliably prevent entry of microorganisms.  The antiseptic barrier cap provided higher protection.  Biofilm appears to be the major implication for BSI. The novel technology deserves further study in a clinical trial.  Nancy also pointed out one of the authors is involved in the new technology manufacturing. 

X. Visits from Accreditation/Regulatory Agencies:  ODH came to WMH for Birth Center.  Benign inspection, no recommendations.  Did ask re: C-section infection rates and if any of these patients required hospitalization.   The PPD and OB Health Assessment compliance list was also taken back with inspector. Mock JCAHO inspection at another chapter member’s hospital.  There was emphasis on management of IC R/T construction and need for ICP to be involved before the blueprints are produced.  
XI. Practice Questions, Announcements from the Membership, Comments:  
Maximum Barrier Protection with CVC Insertion:  

· Linda Smith inquired how other facilities are interpreting maximum barrier.   Many responded doing head-to-toe covering.  Children’s in Cinc use 80-100% of the pt must be covered.  Several hospitals have purchased or have developed accessory packs to meet the CDC guidelines CVC insertion (caps, drapes, gown, etc).

Ceiling Fans in Bariatric Rooms:

· Terry Accuntius inquired if any facilities are using ceiling fans in their bariatric rooms and what issues are there R/T IC if so.  Discussion about fan use in general.  Some facilities require room doors be kept closed if fans being used.   At one facility if floor fan provided, it is a patient charge item and goes home with the patient.

· Toilets For Extreme Obese Patients:  Becky Laskowski inquired where one could find a toilet for patients weighing up to 500#.  It was shared the many manufacturers do offer this type product:  Standard, Kohler, etc.  The plumbing must come from floor versus wall to support the weight.
