May 9, 2006

I. Call to Order: Nancy Hutchinson, President, called the meeting to order at 1:00pm.

Education Program:  Educational offering for the May meeting was titled “Tissue Processing and New JCAHO Standards” Presenter:  Michael Blaire, Director of Strategic Marketing of the Community Blood and Tissue Services of Dayton, OH.  Mr. Blair provided a wealth of information on tissue processing for everyone.

ONA:  moving from 50 min to 60 min contact hr, must include no conflict of interest statement for presenter, can provide one page addendum to have recorded session approved as independent study.    OONE:  major benefit does not require BSN as Education Coordinator.  She explained any professional certification through ANCC can only receive C.E.s from ONA approved programs.  Terry shared there has been a suggestion to record our monthly educational programs.  This would make the content as well as the C.E. opportunity available to those that cannot attend.  How to record was discussed:  VHS, CD, DVD?  The Chapter needs someone with media knowledge to advise on this.  There will be a 12-noon meeting for seminar planning and an after-chapter meeting for ONA application reviews in July.

 Removal from Precautions for C. Dif:

· Becky Laskowski , LTC inquired if facilities use 3 negative or asymptomatic for removal of Contact Precautions for C. Dif patients.   Majority responded:  asymptomatic.  It was shared that gown and gloves should be considered for use when changing diapered pts if asymptomatic but hx of C. Dif per a recommendation of a hospital ID physician.

· Becky Laskowski inquired about good computer sites for information R/T infection control issues. Linda shared she did particulate sampling before and after installation of HEPA filter system for OR and it was very useful to show improvement.
