X. Visits from Accreditation/Regulatory Agencies:  One member reported that ODH did a validation survey after their recent JCAHO survey.  There were no findings with infection control.  

Steve Osterholt reported that at Kettering’s recent JCAHO visit; the surveyors did not look at paper work.  The surveyors focused on questions about processes and looked at the care of patients. The conducted a half-hour interview for infection control.

XI. Practice Questions, Announcements from the Membership, Comments:  Nancy Hutchinson reported that a nurse acquaintance had her continuing education hours audited.  She was assessed a fine because she submitted CMEs that did not have all of the required documentation.

Discussion was held about one hospital doing real time infection reporting in the neonatal intensive care.  It is handled somewhat a sentinel event- what could have lead to it/prevented it.  This has lead to some work practice changes and the infection rate has decreased.  

Sandy announced that EPI 101 and 102 would be held in Ohio at 2 different locations.  One will be in the Toledo area and the other at Salt Fork with Columbus being a possible third site if money is available. Currently EPI 101 will have a 100-attendee limit and 201 will have a 50-attendee limit.  Efforts are being made to increase the attendee limit. No dates have been set yet.  It will be on a first come, first serve basis. HRSA money will be used for the registration fee.
