Expectations were to see hands cleansed upon entering and exiting the rooms each time.  Also asked and followed how communication is handled between departments when patients in Isolation Precautions are moved in and out for procedures.  There were also questions on how equipment is cleansed when moved between units (who ensures its been cleaned before going to another unit).  Good Sam of Cincinnati had JCAHO end of January.  Have not received final report but feel they are going to be sited on construction issue.  JCAHO made rounds “after hours” and found hole in barrier system.
