CAP visited Kettering.  Inspector was looking for things to be done the same way where she used to work.  

X. Practice Questions: 

SKIP Protocol – Hair Removal:  Kathy at Kettering having problems with a neurosurgeon shaving vs. clipping.   Needs evidence based data presented by another neurosurgeon.  Vicki Wright suggested use of SKIP list serve for supportive data.  

Device Days in ICU: Count x 1/set time/day.  Needs to reflect 24 hr period.

HIV Testing with All Admissions:  General discussion if anyone is following the CDC recommendations of testing 13-64 y.o. that come into the healthcare system.  General answers “no” as facilities do not have the extra staffing to follow with the education recommendations of this CDC guideline.  Also Ohio still requires consent for testing.  

PAPRs:  Dave from Kettering wanted to know what facilities do with N-95 fit testing if their facility primarily uses PAPRs for Airborne Precautions.  Some facilities are phasing in annual testing, others have an emergency plan in place to do mass testing if necessary.

CROCs:  Hilda from Children’s wanted to know who is/who is not allowing employee to wear these as work shoes.  A few hospitals have banned, some considering, others allow if no holes in them.  Grandview allows even with holes, but must wear shoe covers for OR and Lab.
