F. Treasurer’s Report:  The Carolyn Fiutem, Treasurer, presented her report.  Ending balance of 9,341.38.  Several disbursements have been made including payment for chair elect to attend APIC.
G. Legislative Representative Report: Vicki attended session at national APIC which was present by Denise Graham.  APIC website is very user friendly in regards to searching for legislative updates.  Vicki will send links on mandatory reporting so that they may be attached to our website.  Entire rule making process will be completed by October 2009.  Sick leave initiative pulled from November ballot. House bill 565 regarding vermins and bed bugs has been introduced by Tyrone Yates of Cincinnati.
H. Regulatory Agency Visits:  
· Mercy Surgery Ctr Springfield had a two day one physician visit and it was uneventful for IC. Asked about risk assessment, looked for goals and strategies; asked about hand hygiene.  Had goal for flash sterilization.  Had hand hygiene data and shared that with them.  He did ask about surveillance; he noted that MRSA was on risk assessment and why it was not listed as a goal.  She only had two goals for year.  He did five tracers and time-out was heavy and hand off communications was not as a big of deal as she expected.  Asked about interaction with central processing.  Needed to see two disaster drills other than fire and she did not have those.  
· Dayton Rehab also had visit and thought it was similar; she was there 2.5 days.  Atrium’s survey was for 5 days.  She spoke to surveyor by phone on 5th day.  Issue about signage and c. diff. and surveyor thought there needed to be a separate sign for visitors.  Another items discussed in detail was hand hygiene audit forms and completeness of getting those reports.  

· Deaconess was visited by CAP and ODH.  Observations on mixing of meds and preparation and cleaning of rooms.  CMS was there for a couple of days.   They did look at flash sterilization and warning given to admistration is to reduce flashing.  Joint Commission came for next 2 days.  Surveyor reviewed PPRs.  Also surveyed by Det Norscke Veritas (DNV) which was 3 days.  Survey against CMS regulations; very process driven; and cover ISO 9001 certification.  Tim Artz offered to provide members
