G. Treasurer’s Report:  The Carolyn Fiutem, treasurer, presented her report.  Still awaiting checks from National APIC regarding our membership. 
H. Legislative Representative Report: No report.
I. Regulatory Agency Visits: Miami Valley had a mock survey.  Flash sterilization was a topic of discussion and some attention was given to construction occurring on their site.  St. Leonard Long Term Care Facility (Becky) had state officials come in and no care issues were found-asked details about whether families received details about vaccines and side effects.

· Discussion of making influenza immunization a mandatory requirement similar to our mandate around hepatitis b.  Vriginia Mason in Seatle mandates flu vaccination and have 98% compliance.
