V. Practice Questions: Members were asked if anyone is planning to do urinalysis and/or urine cultures at time of foley insertion.  A few hospitals are planning to do this. There was no consensus of opinion. A question was asked if a surgery pt was on the vent in PACU and taken off when taken back to the floor- is it considered a vent. associated pneumonia.  The answer is no- PACU is not considered an inpatient unit.  

VI. Sandy Iiames Memorial Scholarship: The members voted and approved of the policy.  The application will be placed on the website.  A draft of the application was available at the meeting.

VII. Journal Club:  No presentation.  Steve requested a volunteer for the next meeting.
