Board Meeting via Teleconference

March 4, 2009

I. Call to Order: Linda Smith, President, called the meeting to order at 3:07 pm.

II. Board Members present:  Linda Smith, President; Rosie Fardo, President-Elect; Carolyn Fiutem, Treasurer; Jane Mescher, Membership; Lyn Plummer, Board Member, Eulin Kuranga, Board Member, Steve Osterholt, Board Member, Betty Schwendeman, Nominating; Becky White, Education Coordinator.

III. Set-up of Subcommittees:  

A.  Education Committee: Rosie will initiate Education Committee at 10 a.m. before the Chapter business meeting.  Board decided the Fall Seminar date would be October 21st, 2009.  The seminar theme will be discussed once a committee is formed and functioning.  There will be attempts to get volunteer Seminar Coordinator designated at March 10th meeting.  The Seminar Coordinator is able to attend Fall seminar free of charge.  Board discussed consideration of “free attendance” to the other committee members who attend 80% of the education committee meetings.  The idea of meetings via “teleconference style” was discussed.  Good Samaritan has volunteered this service to our Chapter for 2009.   Rosie felt she was doing ok in managing the monthly education programs at this time.  

B. CIC Study Group:  Marian Rodgers will be initiating the CIC Study Group at 3 pm on March 10th following Chapter meeting.   There was active discussion on the structure of past CIC study groups.  The following was agreed upon as structure and management of the study group for 2009 and beyond:

a. CIC facilitator:  will be a Chapter member who will not be taking CIC examination in the year serving as facilitator of the group.

b. The facilitator will have manual of past exams available to be used as guide for discussion and learning of the group.  Copies of past exams will not be distributed to members.  The master copy of exams stays with facilitator.

c. Chapter should plan to purchase the most current APIC Text as well as Control of Communicable Diseases Manual to be available for use by study group.  Note:  because of the high demand and value of these references, Chapter members that want to borrow, will need to be signed out through the CIC study group facilitator (versus Chapter reference library). 

IV. Sandy Illiams Scholarship: Discussion on this topic was deferred at this time since Marian Rodgers was unable to participate in this meeting and she has volunteered to be scholarship chairman.

V. Officers Goals: Jane and Betty have provided goals for their officer/committee position respectfully.
VI. Round Table:  Carolyn mentioned she has been unable to complete Budget for 2009 without expenses for Fall seminar.  Board recommended moving ahead using budget values of 2008 as framework for 2009.  Board members thought Chapter may need to consider purchasing an “advanced line contract” to allow teleconferencing abilities in the future due economic conditions restricting travel, etc. for members and a goal of continuation of various subcommittee meeting needs.   This will be further discussed into the year of 2009.  Linda informed Board she has signed and submitted to National APIC the license agreement for APIC logo use.  She will forward the policy on use to all Board members.  Steve will adapt Ch.26 website with appropriate use of logo.   Board discussed need for 1 communication source for dissemination of Chapter information.  It was decided communication through the Chapter website would be best.  Steve is willing to continue with managing the site and is able to provide 24hr turn-around communication postings.  Linda suggested Steve provide remedial instruction on accessing and using website to members.  This will be done at March 10th meeting.  A paper handout/guide will also be made up by Steve to give to members as reference of instructions.   Rosie will ask Marian if she could start putting at bottom of her infection prevention newsletter a reminder “APIC Chapter Minutes and other announcements can be located at the Chapter 26 website.”
The meeting was adjourned at 1605.
