	ODH meeting May 7, 2010 for Ohio Hospital Compare.  Kathy Zegarski and D’Anna Stekli are the Southwestern representatives.  The group clarified the numerator for reporting CABG SSIs.  It better mirrors NHSN definition.
The total joint report for ODH will be primary surgeries only.  A recent study published by Mayo Clinic indicated that most infections are caused by revisions, not primary surgeries.  The study isrequesting NHSN to address this.  

C. difficile was evaluated and agreed that the Lab ID event in NHSN is the best way to compare C. difficile since there is no interpretation, it is evaluated by date.

MRSA and MSSA bacteremias were tabled until the next meeting.
