Also APIC recommended considering staffing when requiring SSI facility reporting.  January 2012 SSIs will be reported.  CMS is looking at colon SSIs and abdominal hysterectomies.  Meaningful use was referenced as well.  HA infection surveillance has not been incorporated into meaningful use.
