1.  What types of cleaning/disinfecting products are your facilities using?

2. In what areas/departments are they used?

3. On what surfaces (floors, beds, equipment, etc) are they used?

Replies:

Here ‘s what we use at TCH, EVS uses Virex 256 by Johnson-Diversey (Quat with a TB claim) to clean everything except c-diff;  which is a product called Dispatch by CalTech.  Floors are cleaned with GP Forward except in the cases of blood and body fluids at which time we use our Virex 256.  MN
We have been using a product called Silverclean 24. It is wonderful and kills germs for 24 hours. MM

 We are using a Quat on all surfaces, beds, floors, etc. We also use bleach for daily, terminal cleaning of rooms with suspected C-Diff. They are used mainly by housekeepers but are available in other departments if needed. Most ancillary departments use the PDI disinfectant wipes for small cleaning and Dispatch wipes are also available for C-Diff.  NP
We use Quat in all areas and surfaces of hospital.  LS
We use a quat for general disinfection used by EVS for floors, ancillary depts., bathrooms, patient rooms- (bedrails, bedside tables, sinks etc.)  We use a bleach  spray  used by EVS for disinfection for C-diff only- pt room’s and ancillary depts.  We also have PDI wipes- used by Staff - quat for equipment ie BP cuffs, XRY equipment etc when used in an isolation room ex: MRSA,VRE and computer keyboards.  We also have PDI wipes- used by Staff - bleach for equipment not cleaned by EVS such as portable XRY, EKG machines, BP cuffs etc,  We also have a quat spray for staff in case there is a blood spill that needs disinfection.  One other comment:  Our EVS does not use string type mops to clean.  They have a mop with a changeable pad that is laundered.  They change the pad after every room.  AB
Quats mostly for low level disinfection.  We would use a tuberculcidal for large blood spills. We just started using bleach for C diff rooms.  TA

Question 1. We use a quat for routine disinfecting.We use Bleach at a 1/10 mixture for all contact rooms. We use a TB quat for all Blood and Body spills.  Question 2. We use the quat in all areas.  Question 3. We use the quat on all surfaces except Glass and Hallways. We use a neutral cleaner in the floor machine on our hallways.  MW
