We are going to begin using disposable/reusable cuffs on our inpatient units and ED and eventually work toward moving to them completely. We are going to have one per pt room and it will be terminally cleaned with the room upon discharge and reused for the next occupant.  NP
This question surfaced for us a couple of years ago and we decided not to switch. There is ample information detailing the presence of organisms on cuffs and on fomites in general which certainly has the potential to cause harm. What we could not find was any literature detailing that infections were being caused by contaminated blood pressure cuffs. We still require that non-disposable cuffs must be wiped with a hospital approved cleanser/disinfectant between patients.  DR
We have not, using for isolation rooms and on ambulatory procedure unit/same day surgery.KH
