Practice question from Rebeckah Williams, this is one of those classic infection prevention principles vs. regulations - In a skilled nursing facility if a patient is admitted and the 1st PPD is administered ….but the patient acutes out but is readmitted within 21 days - will ODH/CMS acknowledge the 1st original PPD from the 1st separate admission allowing us to just administer a 2nd - or do they require that you start over since it is a separate/2nd admission? Hope that made sense - please feel free to call will any questions. Thanks , Bec P.S. So far I have not been able to get a consensus on this issue - but from strictly an IP standpoint the 1 PPD should count. Thanks, Bec

Bec. I of course agree with you that the 1st admit PPD should count and the on administered at the time of the 2nd admit should count as PPD #2. T. A.
I would think the 1st PPD would count as well.  Nicole

The 1st should count.  L.S

This is out of the ODH regulations.  I would advise if the resident left before the first step was read, that someone documents it was read in acute.  Then that would verify the first step was done.  Then upon admission the second step would be completed according to ODH guidelines.  I would follow the same as below. Make sure documentation is present to assure respiratory status is addressed on readmission to show no signs of changes.

(4) Residents who have been transferred or discharged to a hospital or other health care facility and are again admitted to the nursing home from which they were transferred or discharged, are not required to have additional tuberculosis testing prior to the timeframe for annual testing in paragraph 
(G) of this rule, provided the nursing home:
(a) Has no reason to believe the resident has come into contact with or acquired tuberculosis; and
(b) Assesses the resident for signs and symptoms of tuberculosis. J.M.
I would think if you have a previous documented result – within the 2 step time frame – it would be acceptable.  Check the ODH website for the rules and CDC too You wouldn’t want to risk a reaction to the TB serum if you kept giving PPD  M.N.

In addition to the requirements of paragraphs (C), (D), and (E) of this rule, prior to or within forty-eight hours after admission, residents who have not had previous known significant blood assay for M. tuberculosis (BAMT) or Mantoux tests and who do not have a record of a BAMT or of a two-step or single step Mantoux testing within the twelve months preceding admission shall have a single BAMT, or two-step Mantoux test using five tuberculin units of purified protein derivative.

If a resident has had a BAMT, a two-step Mantoux test, or a single Mantoux test within one year of admission the resident need only obtain a single BAMT or Mantoux test. (1) The first step should be read within forty eight to seventy two hours following application. If the first step is nonsignificant for the Mantoux test, the second step shall be performed no less than seven or more than twenty one days from the date of the first step.

(2) The residential care facility shall assure that residents with significant BAMT or Mantoux tests are reviewed for history and symptoms by a physician or other appropriate licensed health care professionals acting within their applicable scope of practice and that they have had a chest x-ray within thirty days before or within forty-eight hours after notification of significant test results. If appropriate, the physician or applicable health care professional shall order a repeat x-ray.  M.N.
