PAPR with a surgical mask underneath, Dave

We use PAPRs and they wear a surgical mask under the PAPR, Terry A.
We are using N-95 masks for respiratory protection in the ORs for patients in airborne isolation. Jennifer M.
We use N95s at W-P.  Karla

N-95 and I have them fit tested every yr (the rest of our hosp is a PAPR facility) Linda S
PAPR hoods, Nicole Pleiman
OR staff would wear both a regular mask ( to protect the pt) and a PAPR ( to protect themselves).  Jane M.

We have the staff wear a TB mask for TB patients, extubate the patient in a negative air pressure room in PACU, Mary N. 

At GSH, OR personnel wear PAPRs when caring for patients in airborne precautions.  In endoscopy, RNs and other staff wear N-95s after being fit-tested.  Betty S.
