For B&BF exposures which occur during non employee health office hours ….
What is your process for obtaining an HIV consent obtained on source patients?  
Who is responsible for obtaining the consent so that the rapid HIV testing may be completed?
1. We have exposure packets on all of our units to use when an employee experiences a B&BF exposure.  The HIV consent form is in the packet and is the responsibility of the patient’s nurse to complete.  Our phlebotomy staff is required to ask for the consent form prior to drawing the blood from the patient.

4. The nursing supervisor oversees employee injuries and BBP after hours.  Forms, consents, follow-up procedure are available on our hospital intranet system.

5. Our administrative officers (nursing supervisors) do this task on non EH hours.

6. At all times, the nurse caring for the source patient is responsible for obtaining the consent for testing from the patient or their POA.

7. At Mercy, staffs obtain the patient's consent for HIV testing. This could be any caregiver for the patient. If the patient is not able to give consent (anesthetized, incompetent) testing is done without consent, and documented as such.

When employees must give consent, the Employee Health nurse on-call obtains phone consent. We have a 24/7 Hotline for employee exposures, even if the office is closed - EH nurses manage remotely.

8. WE allow any licensed professional obtain consent except the person exposed to the blood or body fluid.  Treatment is done in the ER.
