3. We do not give this as a routine item. It is specific for situational treatments. We do provide boosters for employees if they come to us for specific reasons such as injury and they are due for an update.  We do not routinely screen for booster dates.  We do accept a verbal history from new hires.  D.R.

4. We started Tdap for employees in our maternity and NICU units only.  It is voluntary. T.A.

5. We do not give Tdap to our patients, if it suggested they would obtain from the Health Dept. We only stock this for our employees. We are working on giving this vaccine to our employees and new hires to get this if it has been >2years since their last Td if they have not yet received a Tdap in the past. N.P. 

6.  We offer Tdap to each new hire.   For our regular employees:  when this recommendation first came out we focused on high risk direct care providers, then all direct care providers, now we give it to any adult who is due.  L.S. 

7.  We are currently giving them to our Postpartum patients in our OB department.  We will be initiating that in our ED as well.  Would like to offer to employees but there is a cost issue.  Hope this helps.  Have a great day!  M.P.
